It has been an interesting and
productive year. After many meetings,
in person and over Zoom, I have begun
to weed out the ones that are no longer
relevant to us anymore and focus on
the important ones and that
information. I have become very active
with SDVOAD (South Dakota Volunteer
Organizations Active in Disaster) and I
have had in person meetings with the
Emergency Managers in our state and
county. There have been many
meetings with the NAD (North
American Division) for ACS/Disaster
Response and FEMA over Zoom. Pastor
Bob Forbes and I have been attending
more of these meeting together and
introducing ourselves to the new
emergency managers in different
counties. Pastor Bob has also been
participating on the phone for all of the
meetings. There have been quite a few
disasters over this past year that we
have been following and briefed on.
The latest one now is in California with
the flooding and mudslides and much
of the west coast is affected.

The Food Pantry had been busy this
past year as we had 112 visits for 84
families. I also looked over the number
from 2018-2023 and we have had 851
visits for 424 families. We have had
many referrals and have helped with
bus tickets for one individual, tires for
another. We have helped with personal
care supplies, cleaning supplies. We
have had donations of food, bibles,
clothes books, etc. We have partners
that we refer clients to, and they refer
clients to us.
